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1. INTRODUCTION 
 
1.1 An Air Exercise codenamed Exercise ANGSA 3/2008 will take place within Kuala 

Lumpur and Singapore FIRs from 110001UTC August 2008 to 231600UTC August 
2008.  Exercise airspace will be closed to civil and non-exercise military aircraft 
during this period.   

 
 

2. DEFINITION 
 
2.1 For the purpose of this AIP Supplement, Regular Scheduled Traffic means: 

a) Scheduled Public Transport Services; and 
b) Scheduled Charter Services. 

 
 

3. EXERCISE AREAS 
 
3.1 The exercise areas encompass portions of Kuala Lumpur and Singapore FIRs as 

described below and depicted in the chart attached to this AIP Supplement.  
Exercise areas will be active from 11 August 2008 to 23 August 2008 daily from 
0001UTC to 1600UTC.  As for naval firing activities, timings for the activities 
periods are described in paragraphs 3.1.6 and 3.1.7.

5. BUFFER ZONES 
 
5.1 Non-exercise aircraft may operate up to the limits of the non-exercise airspace. 

Exercise military traffic will maintain a vertical buffer of 1,000ft and / or 5NM 
laterally from non-exercise airspace. 

 
 
6. RELEASE OF EXERCISE AIRSPACE 
 
6.1 Reserved exercise airspace, when not required for exercise purpose, will be released 

to Civil Aviation Authorities. 
 
  
7. REGULAR SCHEDULED CIVIL OPERATIONS 
 
7.1 Regular and domestic scheduled civil traffic which penetrate the active exercise 

areas not specifically released for civil use shall be permitted to operate subject to 
prior coordination. Pilots of such flights shall conform strictly to the ATC 
clearances issued before penetration of the active exercise areas. Any clearance into 
the exercise area will automatically expire if the aircraft cannot remain within 10 
minutes of the flight planned ETDs and ETAs. 

 
 
8. NON-SCHEDULED CIVIL AND NON-EXERCISE MILITARY 

OPERATIONS 
 
8.1             Because of the intensity of exercise aircraft operations within the exercise area, all 

civil and non-exercise military flights are prohibited from entering the exercise area 
during the period of activation, except for emergency reasons. 
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8.2 Non-scheduled civil and non-exercise military traffic will be able to operate within 
the exercise airspace provided that prior permission is obtained.  Request for these 
flights are to be made through the appropriate ATC Supervisor to the Duty Military 
Exercise Coordinator stationed at Kuantan Approach as early as possible, and at 
least six hours before the intended flight.  During periods of heavy exercise activity, 
some delays may be expected.  

 
 
9. SSR CODES 
 
9.1 All non-exercise SSR transponder-equipped aircraft when operating in and around 

the exercise area during the exercise period shall have their transponders set to their 
 allocated SSR codes, or if a code has not been allocated, they should set Mode 3/A 
 Code 2000. 

 
 
10. INTERCEPTION OF NON-EXERCISE AIRCRAFT 
 
10.1 Civil and non-exercise military aircraft entering or transiting the active exercise 

areas may be intercepted for the purpose of identification. 
 
 
11.              ACTION IN THE EVENT OF AN EMERGENCY 
 
11.1 Civil and non-exercise military aircraft experiencing an emergency that necessitates 

them entering an active exercise area should immediately advise the appropriate 
ATC agency so that necessary action can be taken to co-ordinate for safe entry into 
the exercise area.
