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INFORMATION CIRCULAR

CAAS AUTHORITY CARD

The CAAS Authority Card identifies a CAAS officer who is authorised to access
aerodromes, aircraft and any other establishment to perform duties such as conducting
inspections, surveillance, audits, or investigations. Relevant parties, such as security personnel
and representatives of the aerodromes, airlines or other establishment, should provide access for
a holder of a CAAS Authority Card to perform their duties.

2 The CAAS Authority Card, a sample of which is shown below, was introduced on 31
August 2010. CAAS officers authorised to exercise statutory powers contained in the Air
Navigation Order (ANO) in relation to access to aerodrome, aircraft and any establishments; to
require production and copy documents and records; and to prevent aircraft from flying, are

issued with an Authority Card.
