Those seeking to qualify for a SAR-66 aircraft maintenance
licence are advised to take the SAR-66 examinations.

Legislation) examinations have been superseded by SAR-66 modules M09 and M10
respectively. Applicants for these SAR-66 examinations may register and book online
via the CAAS website. As a guide to those applying for SAR-66 examinations,
module numbers bearing suffix “B1” are for workshop certifying staff in the
Mechanical category, and those bearing suffix “B2” are for workshop certifying staff in
Avionics category.
